· In the category “Consulting Project of the Year” applicants may be self-nominated or nominated by their colleagues, consulting or government organizations;
· The submitted case(s) must have been completed within the past 3 (three) years;

· The language of the Award is English, and all documents should be completed in English.

	Write an essay explaining why you (or your nominee) are participating in the “Consulting Without Borders” Award (free format, maximum 3 pages, double-space).  
The essay must be written in English.  Please provide a translation if you prefer to write your essay in a language other than English.
Upload the essay using the uploading function as part of the online application form or email to award@ga-foundation.org.


	Step 3
	Confirmation


	
	After you complete your online application, you will receive a confirmation email.  
Please note that technical errors do happen, and if you do not receive a confirmation email within two business days, please send an inquiry by writing to award@ga-foundation.org.
